From our Pastor...

I think it is important for us to look at what we are doing for Christ, and
why we are doing it. This should actually be done on a regular basis. When
we are not careful and alert, we can have the tendency to become stale or
even stagnant in our service and relationship with Christ. We can also begin
to slack off in our duties for the Lord when we don’t evaluate our spiritual
life on a regular basis. David cried out for the Lord to create in him a clean
heart. He wanted everything in his life to be cleansed so he could once again
serve God. He knew that he had taken his eyes off of God. He knew he had
fallen into horrible sin. He knew that he had lost much because of that sin.
Therefore, he wanted to be sure that his life was what God wanted, not just
what he felt was needed. David, a man after God’s heart, had struggled with
what he had done for over a year. He had to live knowing that he had done
so much against the Lord. He also had to live knowing that he had done so
much against the nation of Israel. He realized that his sin, like your sin and
my sin, has consequences. These consequences can be far reaching. They
affect people now and later. This was the case for David’s son Absalom.
Absalom’s sin ultimately led to him trying to take over David’s kingdom,
and that ultimately led to his death. I would encourage each one to search
your heart, search your motives, and make sure that what you are doing is
pleasing to the Lord, and that it is being done for the right reasons. Stay
alert to things that could hinder you spiritually. Keep in mind that what you
and I do will have an affect on other people. There are consequences for our
sin, and there is a price to be paid. Don’t allow yourself to become stale or
stagnant in the things of the Lord.

I would ask you to pray for a few things this week. First, pray for the
group that is in Peru. They will be leaving this week on their trek, so pray
that God will protect them and guide them throughout their time there. Pray
also that the hearts of the people will be open to the gospel, and that from
hearing the Word of God they will be saved. Pray also for the family of Paul
Dunkerley. Paul died suddenly this past Monday. He will be missed here,
especially his occasional, deep, “Amen” that he would say during the mes-
sages. Those on the van route on which he worked so faithfully each week
will also miss him. Pray also for the Staley’s. Don and Jean will be leaving
next week going down to Chattanooga, Tennessee where they are retiring.
They have been a big part of this ministry, and we will miss them. They
have been here about 16 years, and when they came, they were definitely an
answer to prayer. It has been a privilege for Debbie and me to know them
now for about 25 years. God bless you Don and Jean as you move from here
and begin this new stage in your lives there in Tennessee. We will be pray-
ing for you, and trust that God will bless you both.
